La Red de Observacion e Integridad Electoral convoca al primer Seminario de
Expertos Red OIE - Democracia Electoral América Latina y el Caribe, una mesa
virtual de expertos enfocada en el estado actual de la democracia en la region. Este
espacio tiene como objetivo realizar un dialogo especializado y de naturaleza
técnica y académica para profundizar en los factores politicos que impactan las
democracias de América Latina y el Caribe.

SESION 7

En esta sesion del Seminario de Expertos de la Red OIE, se llevara a cabo una mesa
de dialogo y debate enfocada en el rol transformador de la tecnologia en la
participacion politica: redes sociales e inteligencia artificial.

La tecnologia ha transformado la participacion ciudadana en politica, facilitando una
interaccion mas directa en el debate publico, influyendo en la agenda politica y
permitiendo una movilizacion rapida para causas especificas. Las redes sociales han
democratizado el acceso a la informacion, el conocimiento, la cultura, el desarrollo,
y han facilitado la organizacion de movimientos sociales, brindando plataformas de
expresion a voces historicamente excluidas. Sin embargo, han contribuido a la
propagacion de desinformacion, discursos de odio, la intimidacion, el acoso y la
incitacion a la violencia, exacerbando divisiones sociales y politicas. Esto ha llevado
a la moderacion de contenidos en internet, que no solo implica el filtro de
informacion o la decision de qué contenidos, o incluso usuarios, se restringen y
cuales se permiten, sino también a decisiones de diseno por parte de empresas
privadas que incrementan o reducen el alcance de los distintos discursos. Estas
decisiones tienen un impacto profundo en el discurso publico, especialmente
cuando ciertas voces son silenciadas y otras, priorizadas. Este control, en si mismo,
puede distorsionar la realidad, al privilegiar ciertos discursos o posturas, invisibilizar
a determinados grupos poblacionales y excluir perspectivas criticas.

Al mismo tiempo, la inteligencia artificial ha intensificado tanto los riesgos como los
beneficios. De una parte, ha facilitado la automatizacion de procesos, la creacion de
contenidos, y la segmentacion de estrategias de distribucion de informacion. De
otra, ha incrementado algunos de los riesgos existentes y creado otros nuevos,
tanto en materia de moderacion de contenidos, como de vigilancia y control politico,
incluso, ha contribuido a la proliferacion de desinformacion, borrando los limites de
la confianza en ‘lo real".

En este contexto, es crucial analizar como estas tecnologias impactan la democracia
en América Latina y el Caribe, identificando tanto sus beneficios como los riesgos
que presentan para la construccion de sociedades mas participativas.

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E ROLE OF TECHNOLOGY IN POLITICAL

OCIAL MEDIA AND ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE

The Electoral Observation and Integrity Network convenes the first OIE Network
Expert Seminar - Electoral Democracy in Latin America and the Caribbean, a
virtual expert panel focused on the current state of democracy in the region. This
space aims to foster a specialized dialogue of a technical and academic nature to
delve into the political factors impacting democracies in Latin America and the
Caribbean and exchange reflections, assessments, and evaluations on updates and
methodological innovations in electoral observation.

SESSION 7

In this session of the OIE Expert Seminar, there will be a dialogue and debate
session focused on the current state of democracy in Latin America and the
Caribbean. This forum will delve into the transformative role of technology in
political participation: social media and artificial intelligence.

Technology has transformed citizen participation in politics, facilitating more direct
interaction in public debate, influencing the political agenda, and enabling rapid
mobilization for specific causes. Social media has democratized access to
information, knowledge, culture, and development, while also facilitating the
organization of social movements by providing platforms for expression to
historically excluded voices. However, it has also contributed to the spread of
misinformation, hate speech, intimidation, harassment, and incitement to violence,
exacerbating social and political divisions. This has led to content moderation on
the internet, which not only involves filtering information or deciding which content
—or even users—are restricted and which are allowed, but also includes design
decisions by private companies that increase or reduce the reach of various
discourses. These decisions have a profound impact on public discourse, especially
when certain voices are silenced and others are prioritized. This control, in itself, can
distort reality by privileging certain narratives or positions, rendering certain
population groups invisible, and excluding critical perspectives.

At the same time, artificial intelligence has intensified both the risks and the
benefits. On one hand, it has facilitated the automation of processes, content
creation, and the segmentation of information distribution strategies. On the other, it
has increased some existing risks and created new ones, particularly in content
moderation, as well as in political surveillance and control. It has even contributed
to the proliferation of misinformation, blurring the boundaries of trust in what is
‘real."

In this context, it is crucial to analyze how these technologies impact democracy in
Latin America and the Caribbean, identifying both their benefits and the risks they
pose to the construction of more participatory societies.
